It is stated that Henderson left his wife some few months ago
and had just returned from California, Texas and other points
West and that he was seen at or near his wife's home on the evern-
ing before the tragedy. However Mr.. Henderson states that he
can show by good witnesses that he was in Spartanburg, S. C., for
a week prior to the time of the crime on Monday night, but the
friends of the deceased claim that it would have been easy for him
to have committed the crime and then have gone to_Spartanburg
and then return Tuesday night. That they are positive that he
was seen near the scene Monday uight just before the tragedy.
